Weed Barrier: 
Cut down on time 

spent weeding vegetable 
gardens and fl owerbeds 
by spreading two or three 
layers of newsprint over 
the bare ground. To keep 
your gardens organic and 
toxin-free, avoid using 
glossy newspaper inserts 
or sections with colored 
ink. Once you’ve laid out 
the newspapers, use straw, 
mulch or grass clippings 
to hold the papers down 
and hide them from sight.
